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COURSE DESCRIPTION 

During the course of this year (2009 Fall & 2010 Spring), we will be covering the 

contents of the New Practical Chinese Reader Vol. 3. This course concentrates on 

developing students’ ability to communicate using Chinese through the study of basic 

sentence patterns, functional items, language structure, speaking, reading, and writing 

skills in Chinese culture-rich environments.  This course will also aim at helping students 

prepare for the Advanced Placement Chinese examination by learning and practicing the 

5C’s of linguistic skills (communication, culture, connection, comparison, and 

community).
