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By attending an approved outside language school, students enrolled in Montgomery County
Public Schools (MCPS) can earn 0.5 credit per academic year, which will count towards their
high school general elective requirements. The credits earned at Hope Chinese School will be
recorded on transcripts as Language/Culture Study (Chinese) and will count as general elective
credits, not foreign language credits.

To qualify to earn credits, the student must meet the following requirements:

e Must be current MCPS high school student, and

e Must be Hope Chinese high school student, and

e Must complete two semesters of the class, and

e Must meet the course objectives as determined by Hope Chinese School, and

e Must submit an application to the course teacher by latest December 15th in the first
semester or by latest May 15th in the second semester
